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Muholi documents the history of Black lesbians and transgender individuals has been widely exhibited around the world at
major museums and galleries including TATE Modern in London, UK, Ethelbert Cooper Gallery of African American Art at
Harvard University in Boston, US, Seattle Art Museum, US, Autograph ABP, London, UK and Venice Biennale, ltaly to
name a few.
